What is good about taking part?





What happens to the information?





You can be as involved as you want to be. The web forum will have different discussion topics and message boards on it that you can add you ideas and opinions to. There will also be 3 email bulletins to update you on what the review is doing. These bulletins might include particular questions or topics we would like you to consider but it’s up to you what you want to talk about. 





What is this all about?





Your name will not be passed on to anyone or used in anything written about the project unless you are happy for us to do this. You can choose what name you would like to appear on the web forum if you use it. No one will know what you’ve said, unless you say something that makes us believe you or another child might be in danger. If this happens we may need to discuss what you have told us with someone else, and we would wherever possible talk to you about this. 





We will use the information from the web forum to help us to do the review better and make sure people in the government ask the right questions when they talk to people in services, and also to tell people in government what children and young people think.





What would I have to do?





We are looking into the emotional and wellbeing concerns that young people can face, and what helps them ‘feel good inside’ and confident in dealing with situations.


The government wants to make sure that young people get the help they need and is carrying out a review of services (e.g. counselling, therapy, social workers, people in schools, hospitals or clinics). As part of this review we are talking to young people in interviews and groups to find out how services could work best for young people. We are also asking young people to take part in a web forum network. The web forum will be running for a few months.





OPM is an organisation that asks people’s views on different issues. In this case we are particularly interested in finding out young people’s views on emotional and wellbeing concerns.

You can have your say and hear what other young people think. We want to make sure that we get advice from children and young people on how we do this review, rather than just what the people who run services think. You will get a £25 high street gift voucher for signing up to the web forum network.
